The Streak: John Hohenstein’sRecord-Breaking 2016 Season

We have made it a priority to continue to preserve Dassel-Cokato Saints history, or as we call it,
“Pride in the Pinstripes”, on our newly revamped website. One thing that has become apparentis we
have missed out on a few important records and events in recent team history. Just four seasons ago,
longtime leadoff man, John Hohenstein went on the longest heater in team history. Over the course of
73 days, he put together a record-breaking hitting streak of 24 games.

It was no smallfeat to surpass arecord that was held for 41 years by Dale Isaacson. Dale,anall-
time Saints great in his own right, set the markat a 21 in 1975. He ranks 4t all-time in both hits and at-
bats (493-1451), which is good for a 5t career all-time leading batting average of .340. He also has the
4t most RBI in team history (303) and 4th most doubles (92).

In 2016, the mark was surpassed by Hohenstein, who has put together quite the impressive
resume himself over his 13-season career. He holds and shares several records, including the most
career stolenbases (223), most steals in a season (30), and most stealsin agame (4). He is alsojust 2
triples away from setting the all-time team record in that category as well. However, we never fully
indulged in what is arguably his most impressive feat to date.

The now infamous streak started with a very notable game. On May 22" of 2016, John was able
to put together a solid 2-4 game while scoring a run and driving in two runs on his own. This
performance would help lead the Saints to a 29-7 win over the Montrose-Waverly Stingers, which would
become a teamrecord for most runs scored in a game. The streak would span over the next two
months, and eventually come toan end on August 4t in a Region 12C loss to the Hutchinson Huskies.

It should be noted that 2016 was also the year that John set the single season stolen base record
(30), breaking his own record he set at 28 just two seasons prior. While he continues to be a force atthe
plate, in the outfield, and on the basepaths, this was arguably his most monumental seasontodate.

The Numbers

Because we are numbers nerds, it is only fitting that we dive into the metrics during John’s
outrageous streak. Inatotal of 103 plate appearances over these 24 games, Johntallied 39 hits, drew 6
walks/hit-by-pitches, and had 7 extra-base hits, which totaled an incredible slashline of .402/.437/.485.
He scored 33 times, drove in 12 runs, and swiped 24 bases over the span as well.

One note to make is that prior to starting this streak, he also had a shorter hitting streak of 4 games,
which started on Opening Day, May 7th vs the Glencoe Brewers, and ended on May 20t vs the
Watertown Red Devils (He did, however, record a walk in this game). This means thatin the 31 games he
played in during the 2016 season, John only failed to record a hit in twice and failed to reach base only

once!

Conclusion

So, what can we conclude from this? Well, for one, John Hohenstein put together one of the
best offensive seasons inSaints history. Not only did he break the record for the longest hit streak that
was held for over four decades, he also broke his own stolen base record, and was a vital piece to the
team’s success that season. The Saints finished 19-14, and during his hit streak, the team was 14-10.

Sometimes players fizzle out aftera seasonthis good. John is a completely different story. From
2017 to0 2020, he has battedata .318 clip, 15 points higher than his career batting average. During that
time, he has alsotacked on 115 more hits to his career 396 total (5t all-time), as well as 67 more stolen
bases toadd to his all-time leading 223. He would kill us if we did not also mention that in this span, he
alsowas able to make his debut on the mound. Although he has not recorded a win yet in his limited
role, he has tallied 10 2/3 innings while posting a nice 1.69 ERA.

While there are undoubtedly more milestone moments to come for Hohenstein, it is time that
we gave this record-breaking hit streakit’s proper due. So, congratulations John! Don’t be afraid to
shoot for a 25-game streakin 2021. We wouldn’t mind writing this over again.
